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Abstract

This file provides a template for writing papers for the conference. The conference proceedings will be published in an electronic format only and abstracts submitted for review will be printed in the conference hand outs. The full paper in MS Word file shall be written in compliance with these instructions. Later on it will be converted into Portable Document Format (PDF).An abstract not exceeding 500 words should appear on the top of the first page in one paragraph, after the title of the paper in a chapter titled "Abstract" (without chapter number), after the names of the authors and the contact information of the corresponding author.

1 Introduction

It is expected that authors will submit carefully written and proofread material. Spelling and grammatical errors, as well as language usage problems, are not acceptable. The paper length should be 10 pages including references.

Papers should clearly describe the background of the subject, the problem, research questions or topic handled in the paper, the methods used, the findings of the work and their significance, and their implications for future work. Papers are to be prepared in English, Bahasa Indonesia or Bahasa Melayu  and, if applicable, SI-units shall be used. Technical terms should be explained unless their specific meaning may be considered to be known to the broader international community. Acronyms should be written out at their first appearance.

2 Paper Format

The uniform outlook will help the reader to follow the proceedings. This can be obtained most easily if authors use this template file to construct their papers. Please note the following details: this template is an A4 format with 20 mm margins left, right, top and bottom. 

All text paragraphs should be single spaced, with first line intended by 10 mm. Double spacing should only be used before and after headings and subheadings as shown in this example. Position and style of headings and subheadings should follow this example. No spaces should be placed between paragraphs. Please DO NOT change any of the above mentioned page, paragraph and font settings.

2.1 Headings and Paragraphs

Please use the pre-defined styles for headings. First heading: Times new roman, bold, 11pt, before 26pt, after:13pt. Second heading: times new roman bold,11pt, before 13pt, after 13pt. 

The first paragraph after a heading, a table, a figure, or an equation should not be indented (style: “Text body 1st par”). All following paragraphs should be indented by 10 mm (style “Text body”). All text is written in times new roman 12 pt. Except related to figures and tables (see below) there should be no empty lines.

2.2 Header, Footer, Page Numbering

If this template is used when writing the full paper, headers and footers will be set automatically. 

2.3 Fonts

Papers should use 12-point times new roman font. The styles available are bold, italic and underlined. It is recommended that text in figures is not smaller than 10-point font size.

2.4 Tables and Figures

Figure captions and table headings should be sufficient to explain the figure or table without needing to refer to the text. Figures and tables not cited in the text should not be presented. Styles Heading_Table and Figure_Caption are available in this template for tables and figures.

After a table and before a figure an empty line with style Text body is inserted. The following is the example for Table 1.

Tables and figures should be placed close after their first reference in the text. All figures and tables should be numbered with Arabic numerals. Table headings should be centred above the tables. Figure captions should be centred below the figures.

2.5 Equations

In case you need to use equations, each equation should be presented on a separate line from the text and formatted with styles “Equation first line and “Equation next line”, for all subsequent equations. Equations should be clear and expressions used should be explained in the text. The equations should be numbered consecutively at the right margin with 10 mm indentation, as shown in Eq. (1) and (2) below. The two equations below are formatted with style “Equation first line” and “Equation next line”, respectively.

2.6 References

References in the text should be designated by brackets and should be constructed from the names of the first and second author and the year of publication, e.g. (Setiawan, 2009)], (Zhao and Dittrich, 2009), (Smith et al., 1983), or if the author is referenced in the running text like “… already at the beginning of the 20th century, Dewey (1916) stated …”. The references should be ordered by the last names of the first authors. For how to write the references please see the examples in the References section of this template.

3 Submitting the Paper

The full paper has to be submitted electronically by e-mail to the address upi-upsiconference@upi.edu with cc: to upi_upsiconference@yahoo.com latest by 30 September 2010 preferably in Microsoft Word format.

The submitted file should be named “name_of_the_first_author.doc”, completely in small letters and using underscores (_) instead of spaces in the filename.

4 Conference Programme and Proceedings

The full papers will be compiled into the Conference Proceedings CD-ROM in pdf format. The abstracts submitted for paper selection will be printed in the conference programme as a quick reference for conference participants.
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
